We are going to spend the month of December talking about worship. We need to strive to 
rise up and worship. Worship is a great privilege. Yet, how can we be expected to worship 
“in spirit and in truth” if we do not even know what it means to worship? There is so much 
confusion over this word and instead of worship bringing Christians together as one body, 
as it should, it often becomes the very thing that divides us. In this lesson, let us focus on a 
few things that we must understand about worship. 

 

1. Worship is an Act. 
 A. The Greek word most often translated “___________” is the word “proskuneo.” 
  1. It occurs ______ times in scripture. 
  2. This word literally means to prostrate yourself in reverence before someone. 
 B. One of the most beautiful depictions of “proskuneo” is that of the 
  twenty-four elders. (Rev. 4:9-11) 
  1. Notice that the first word they use when they bow before God is

  2. So worship is the act of reverently bowing before the throne of God,  
  declaring, “Worthy are you, Our Lord…”
