The Heart of Sin

(1Samuel 2:12-36; 3:11-15)

It seems that too many religious people do not appreciate sermons on sin. Now, it might be
okay to preach on the “big sins”, but sin in general is a touchy subject. After all, if sin is
preached on too much, we might start stepping on toes; even my toes. However, the sons of
Eli show us what can happen when we refuse to address the subject of sin.

1.The Nature of Sin.
A. Some in the world would argue that sin is nothing more than a violation of

relationships which can be easily resolved by correcting relationship problems.
B. The Greek word for sin is hamartia, and it literally means “to miss the

1. When we sin, we fall short of the mark, which is the glory of God. (Rom. 3: 23)

2. John said we miss the mark through the breaking of laws. (1 John 3:4)

3. James said that we miss the mark when we do not do the right thing. (Jam. 4:17)

2. When Information Does Not Produce Change.
A. The fact is that we miss the mark. (Rom. 3:23)
1. In the case of Eli’'s sons, they had fallen so far off the mark it was nearly unimaginable.
(1 Sam. 2:29; 3:13)
2. When we read passages like this, we wonder how the children of a priest could fall so far
into such awful corruption.

3. It was not because they didn’t better.
4. However, information does not produce change.

B. A vast knowledge of scripture does me no good if that information does not produce change in-my
life. (Col. 3:1-8)

3.The Need for Accountability.
A. No one falls into a sinful life . (Jam. 1:14-16)
1. There are steps along the way that others can see and hopefully, they will intervene.
(Gal. 6:1-2; Jam.5:19-20)
2. Unfortunately, this does not always happen and it certainly didn’t happen with Eli’s sons.
